A high school computer credit will no longer be required for admission
into Northern College programs starting September 2008.

HOWEVER

You must have computer skills prior to starting your program.

- produce and edit documents, spreadsheets and presentations using Microsoft Office Suite
(Word, Excel and PowerPoint);

- organize documents into subject folders and subject folders into topic folders;

- proficiently and professionally communicate using email;
