Installing the Citrix Client for Macintosh
Macintosh users are required to use the Camino web browser: http://caminobrowser.org/

You will also need to install the correct CITRIX Client for your Macintosh at 
http://www.citrix.com/English/SS/downloads/details.asp?downloadId=3247&productsId=186.

When your system has the ICA Client-Citrix installed, you can proceed with your 
college-issued username and password and enter “sigma” in the domain field.

Installing the CITRIX Client from 
Windows2000, XP or Vista.

1. To install CITRIX web client go to 
www.northernc.on.ca.

2. Click on “College Network”.
